Abstract

The aim of this paper is to investigate the impact of the integration of student minorities, through a STEM peer education
scenario involving both Greek and Roma students. To this end, the research focuses on 32 students, divided into groups,
where the aim is to enhance individualized learning, to support co-operation, but also to support the model of a student
being able to learn from his classmate. . Therefore, the groups were given an existing problem related to the study of safe
passage on trains, and the students designed their solution, implemented their artifacts with open hardware and software,
and relied on their model to provide the solution. Peer-to-peer learning in Makerspaces is achieved through the ability
developed among students to learn and at the same time be taught by their classmates. In summary, the majority of

students surveyed believe that integration is possible within Makerspaces.
